	RULES OF THE GAME/INSTRUCTIONS
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	Put four pebbles on the ground or, even better, on a table or somewhere where they can be easily picked up. A player holds one pebble in his/her hand and throws it up high. At the same time (s)he has to pick up one of the four pebbles on the ground very quickly and be swift enough to catch the one falling down as well.
If (s)he manages to hold both pebbles, (s)he can continue the game until all the three pebbles are picked up from the ground.

In case a player successfully picks up all four pebbles while catching the one thrown into the air, (s)he is advanced into a higher level: While throwing one pebble up, (s)he has to pick up two pebbles from the ground at the same time. 
The third level is to throw these two pebbles into the air and pick one up from the ground.
The fourth level is to throw three pebbles into the air and pick one.
For those more skillful: Throw two pebbles in the air and pick one from the ground.
The most difficult level: Throw three pebbles into the air and pick one from the ground.
