	THE RULES OF THE GAME
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	Tomato (Pomidor) – it is a popular game for young children. At least two people must take part in it. 

OPTION 1

One of the players is chosen to be  ‘Tomato’. The rest of the participants must ask questions trying to make fun of it. The person called ‘Tomato’ must always give an answer: tomato. The game is over when the player is says anything but ‘tomato’, starts laughing or the rest of the participants give up.
OPTION 2

One of the participants- the Tomato- is asking questions to the rest of the players. They must give an answer „tomato”. Anybody who starts laughing or he/ she says something different must give one thing to ‘Tomato’ person. The questions may be different and funny. At the end of the game all participants must ‘buy’ their things such as toys, a pencil, etc. They must perform one particular task instead, for example singing a song, or doing some simple gymnastic exercises.
